2.  Additions to Agenda
Beth:  Note the attachment to Ms. Achtenberg, Chair of the Board of Trustees at the Office of the Chancellor.
Chris:  50 students attended study abroad information meetings thus far.  Consistent promotion around campus.  Commencement of application workshops.

3.  Search:  Associate Director, Center

Gary:  First interviewed:  Mike Zhang.  The search is difficult.  Down to two candidates – 2nd candidate not available until mid November.  Checking references before interview weeded out some possible candidates.
Beth:  Three parts to Associate Director position:  Domestic, International, Graduate.  
4.  Discussing:  Name Change, Center and results of informal poll.
Beth:  Push back name change.  Top two choices in the poll:  Center for International Education (CIE) and Center for Global Studies (CGS).
5.  Discussion:  Proposed University 392 Courses:


Beth:  New UNIV 392 checklist/application/guidelines attached.


Terry:  This is the first time courses have exceeded the money currently available.

Math Exchange with University of Hidalgo, Mexico (Garcia) spring break 2008
Paul:  This is a repeat trip and it is well thought-out.  The budget will allow ten students but the proposal says 15.  Program is directly involved with the foreign institution.
Jorge:  As this is a repeat course, we have learned from mistakes.  Students will be working with international students.
Beth:  (To Jorge) You have requested full funding.  Agreement that programs be 2/3 IRA funding.  Also, there is already another Mexico trip.  Competition?
Jorge:  Agree to 2/3 funding.  No competition due to different discipline.  
Tiina:  Possible idea – With trips in the same discipline should be less priority.  Focus on various disciplines.
Beth:  Programs proposed 1 year in advance starting next year.
Mathematics, Music, Art, and Culture:  Netherlands and Belgium (Elliott; Grzegorczyk), July 2008
Paul:  Students would be presenting capstone work at a conference.  Should be toward Math 499 capstone.
Tiina:  This should be a class, it seems like a trip.  $24,000 – 10 students, 2 professors, 8 days.
Beth:  Problematic: credit for travel.
Art in Athens (Mihalopoulos, Reilly), June 2008
Paul:  Application was incomplete with holes.  Did not list when students would be producing in the class.  Proposal includes three professors which is excessive.  
Gary:  They need to use the new form.  Budget for Athens is way off.  

Paris (Reilly), July 2008

Beth:  This would be the third time around with this UNIV course.  
Luda:  Reoccurring issues with UNIV courses:  possible ranking of repeat courses, courses in the same discipline, etc
Gary:  Confused about who’s doing the instruction in Paris – the role of CI faculty.  

Bill:  Our faculty was teaching our students.

Terry:  Three professors are too many.  

Beth:  Agrees with Luda that courses should be ranked.  UNIVs should be cost effective.  Possible grants/scholarships by IRA awarded to students?  

Bill:  There will still be interest in UNIV 392s even without IRA funding.  
Tiina:  Should distinguish between class and travel.

Chris:  International Education Exchange Council.  Also, international students are having trouble finding on-campus employment.  Possible plan to help them before Fall semester starts next year.
Gary:  Come to me with any problems or issue dealing with international part of CIA until new hire.
Ellie:  With the holidays coming up, we’d like to find a way for CI international students to be with host families for holiday meals, etc.
Chris:  Work together with IEEC with that as well.
