· MFA Art – This is a self-support program, and it is being prepared for WASC review.

· Computer Engineering – Peter Smith has taken lead on the program, and is working on the long form.  A special consultant has been retained to assess the resources required for the program.  This is a “partnership” program and will require time and effort to attain these community commitments towards the program.

· Health Science – a consultant will be hired to assist in the focus of this degree and a developmental team meeting will be scheduled soon.  Debra Wylie expressed interest in attending this meeting.
· MPA – Scott Frisch is taking the lead on the development of this degree.

4. The Planning Process – Under the current economic conditions, it was suggested that we invite, the Provost, Dean, Interim Associate Dean and Dean of Enrollment to further discuss focus going into next year’s planning process.
