Call for Short Form

The only short form submitted to date is the BS in Radiologic Sciences.  A full discussion took place and concerns were expressed.  Noted objection are that of bachelor’s degrees offered thru Extended University; that this degree will compete with other small degrees such as Physics.  Other concerns were that other proposed degrees did not materialize as stated in the proposal.  How real is the demand and how accurate are the resource requirements.  What kind of medical equipment and lab space will be required?  Kathy mentioned that the resource document was requested of Geoff.  After full discussion, it was determined that the Committee would not recommend putting this degree on the Academic Master Plan at this time.  Geoff is welcome to the next meeting to explain further, however.
Gary Berg clarified what other bachelor’s degrees were and are offered thru EU.  The BS in Business is a BA completion degree, the BSN is starting at Cottage Hospital in Santa Barbara.  BSIT was initially started under an NSF grant and due to the large number of courses that affected the degree were stateside, the program was moved stateside.  The military also had an interest in getting this degree offered thru EU.
4. Updates to the Academic Master Plan 


Starting with 2010, Bill Cordeiro updated items on the AMP.  All items in 2010 have been completed.  

Bill noted that the BA Anthropology has received authorization to proceed with their degree in 2012.  We are still awaiting word on the MA English.


Bill Cordeiro removed the Social Business (MBA Emphasis) and the Agricultural Business (BS Business) emphases from the AMP.
