success. you can submit a Basic Needs self referral with supporting

documents to justify the reason for the request.  you may qualify for  a one-

time funding to help you stay on track.

Emergency Grant Eligibility

Be a currently enrolled and a matriculated CSUCI student (students in

between terms are not eligible for disbursement of the grant) with

dependent(s); Have not exhausted cost of attendance (COA) and meeting

satisfactory academic progress (SAP);  Be able to demonstrate an urgent and

catastrophic event (supporting documentation required; e.g. car repair

estimate, eviction notice, etc.) has occurred within the past Academic Year.
