3.  University 392.  Policy change document (Hartung)


Paul:  Greater consistency with documents.

Beth:  Spring semester class: “Social Change” – Summer to Malaga, Spain.  Will also go to Africa.  Studying ‘Muslim Spain’.  
Tiina:  UNIV 392 to Finland as a GPA requirement and an essay.
Andrea:  UNIV 392 to South Africa turned people away who had already been on an IRA funded trip.

5.  Center Name Discussion


Beth:  Center for Global Affairs?  Center for International Education?

Luda:  CIA sounds more like a research institution.  

Andrea:  Center for Global Studies.


Luda:  CGS.


Rainer:  Needs to have a word that makes it more than ‘National’.
