Call for Proposals (CFP): Publishing Integrative Pedagogy

Due Date: January 20th, 2009 (5:00 PM)

Overview / Purpose of Award: 

In support of the commitment of the Center for Integrative Studies (CIS) to supporting interdisciplinary scholarship and CSUCI’s tradition of interdisciplinary pedagogy, CIS will make available up to three (3) Publishing Integrative Pedagogy Grants of $1000 each.

Grants will be awarded to faculty for the development of a pedagogical manuscript addressing lessons learned, methodology or theory (that is, any aspect) related to interdisciplinary teaching.  At their completion, we expect manuscripts to be submitted to an appropriate journal, anthology, or other venue (please see attached list of possible journals). 

Applications are due January 20, 2009.
Awards will be announced by February 20, 2009.
Eligibility: 

Pre-tenured and tenured faculty are the primary audience for these stipends, though lecturer faculty will be accepted pending room or as part of teams.  Faculty may apply for the grant as individuals or as members of a research team. Teams will split the award evenly between team members.

Expectations / Submission Procedures:  

Applicants will be required to submit a cover sheet (see attached) and a brief (750 words or less) narrative. In your proposal narrative, please address the following items:

I) Goals and Anticipated Outcomes – Please provide a title and summary abstract of your intended manuscript. Include a statement that explains how your writing addresses significant aspects of interdisciplinary pedagogy.  If you have already completed a draft of an article, please include it as an appendix to your grant proposal.

II) Plans and Procedures – Please provide a plan for how you will proceed with the development of the manuscript.  Include an anticipated timeline as well as your plans for dissemination of your manuscript.  Please also identify and provide a brief justification for 2 possible venues for manuscript submission.

III) Professional Development Benefits of the Project – Please provide explanation on how this endeavor fits in with your current research (and, possibly) teaching and service goals. 

Awarded Grantees will be expected to present a copy of the manuscript and their submittal/ acceptance letter and give a brief presentation of their work to the CIS Faculty Advisory Committee the semester after the grant is awarded.

Evaluation standards:

Proposals will be reviewed by members of the CIS Faculty Advisory Committee(.  Selected proposals will be evaluated on the following criteria:

· How well does the applicant articulate their goals and intended outcomes?

· How well does the candidate explain how their manuscript will address significant interdisciplinary pedagogy?
· How well does the applicant articulate their plan and procedure for development of the manuscript?

· How well does the applicant articulate the fit between their proposal and chosen places for submission?

· How well does the applicant articulate how this fits in with their current research, teaching and service goals?
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
