Description issues facing societies, the Center for Community Engagement is requesting funds that would allow Cl students to participate in four separate
senvice days (i.e. United Way Day of Senvice, Martin Luther King Jr. and Cesar Chavez Day of Senvice and Learning), and will fall under the Serve It Up
initiative. In collaboration with the Multicultural Dream Center and Veterans Senvice, the Serve it UP initiative strives to: 1) contribute to building a
culture of senvice at Cl though cross-divisional partnerships, 2). create an opportunity to become a aware of local issues, 3) contribute to making a
difference in the community 4) create a community amongst Cl students, 4). rebrand senvice as altruistic adventurism. Itis our vision that this initiative
be student-led with oversight from the CCE, Mulitcultural Dream Center and Veteran's Senvices (i.e. the student committee choose the senice sites,
lead outreach and marketing efforts and implement and oversee the days of senice and reflection). Cl participants will register for a day of senvice via
aWufoo application. Participants will meet on campus at the Peace Pole on the day of the event for a short orientation and then ride together on the
bus to the senice sites. Participants will leave Cl by Roadrunner Shuttle, and taken to their senice site from 9:00-2:00 PM The CCE will meet with the
campus Risk Manager to ensure all field trip policies are followed. This activity links to the institutional mission-based outcome, many UNIV courses,
but specifically to UNIV250 (and it links to CI's institutional mission-based outcomes): Sophomore Seminar.
The leaming objectives for this course include:
- Take individual and collective actions which can address issues of public concern
- Deliberate with others and present arguments clearly, logically, and creatively
This activity will provide students an opportunity understand a communityissue or needs, learn more about what non-profits are doing in our
community and, through reflection circles, be able to speak about their community experience.

Learning The CCE will work closelywith all UNIV courses, while making the senvice days available to all students.
