Brief Activity Description

his event will feature Duncan Tonatiuh, an award-winning author and illustrator of children’s literature. His books include
Separate is Never Equal: Sylvia Mendez and her Family’s Fight for Desegregation, which focuses on the Mendez v.
Westminster court case that declared the separation of Spanish-speaking children into separate schools was unconstitutional,




and Pancho Rabbit and the Coyote: A Migrant’s Tale, which depicts the experience of migration and its impact on families,
specifically children. His books received multiple awards and recognitions, such as the Jane Addams Children’s Book Award,
the Tomas Rivera Mexican American Children’s Award, and Pura Belpré Medal.

In visiting CSUCI, Duncan Tonatiuh will deliver a campus-wide lecture on his work, representations of Latinas/os in children’s
literature, and his most recent book, Danza!: Amalia Hernandez and Mexico’s Folkloric Ballet. Aside from this lecture, he will
lead a presentation for a small group of students interested in writing and illustrating children’s literature. These students will
be primarily invited to apply for this presentation from School of Education, Chicana/o Studies, and English courses.

This activity is intended for students to engage with authors-illustrators of Latina/o-based and culturally relevant children’s
literature, and to encourage them to consider writing and illustrating their own books.
