Brief Activity Description

Josue David Cisneros is the author of the book “The Border Crossed Us”: Rhetorics of Borders, Citizenship, and Latina/o
Identity.” Dr. Cisneros interrogates dominant narratives in the United States and their impact on the development of Latinx
identity, as well as citizenship, and on the politics of immigration. will be invited to our campus to give several talks on the
rhetorical construction of dominant ideologies that manifest and support a hostile climate for Latinx. Dr. Cisneros will be a
part of 3 sessions over a two-day period. During this two day period, he will provide a lecture to my Comm 321 Intro to
Intercultural Communication course, meet with students during a meet and greet, lastly, he will give a lecture open to all of
the campus. 

Dr. Cisneros visit aligns with our Communication Program’s learning outcomes, numbers one through three. Aligning with our
first goal to teach students to Create and analyze both oral and written messages Dr. Cisneros lecture will offer students an
opportunity to learn and better understand rhetorical methods to analyzing language and narratives within our community.
Students will have an opportunity to learn about conflict that occurs between cultures. Dr. Cisneros will address intercultural
conflict within the U.S. impacting Latinx communities. Dr. Cisneros provides valuable insight to the culturally diverse views
with a goal of examining the developing Latinx identity in contrast to structural inequality. This information is valuable to
developing cultural competency in an increasingly interconnected and diverse world. It is foundational for students to gain an
understanding of intercultural issues impacting our communities. Gaining insight to the Latinx experience in the U.S. assists in
developing intercultural awareness and aligns with our second, third, and fourth learning outcomes; 2) to teach students to
collaborate with others in culturally diverse groups: and 3) to teach students to analyze and create solutions to interpersonal,
organizational, and community conflict; 4) apply communication theory to specific content areas of health, environmental, or
business/non-profit. Students will learn about rhetorical and intercultural theories used to analyze and deconstruct language,
they will learn methods to deconstruct messages found within popular culture and gain awareness of underlying meaning
embedded within those messages. 

During Dr. Cisneros visit, there will also be a meet and greet with students in the Multicultural Dream Center. Latinx students
make up forthy-three percent of Communication Studies students and a majority of our campus. The student demographic
identified as Hispanic has been growing at a yearly rate of approximately six percent since the fall of 2012. I believe it will be
valuable to students to have an opportunity to dialogue with a leading Latinx scholar in the field of Communication Studies.
But this will also interest students interested in rhetoric, politics, and immigration. As well as students interested in the topics
of the rhetorical construction of difference.

Learning Outcomes and Relation of IRA to Course Offerings

1. Comm 321: Intercultural Communication
2. Comm 320: Persuasion and Argumentation 

In week five of our Comm 321 course we will be exploring the topics of globalization, body politics, and immigration.

Students will explore how bodies become sites where power is exercised by embedding them with meaning. They are sites
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Students will explore how bodies become sites where power is exercised by embedding them with meaning. They are sites
where categories of social difference are constructed. Dr. Cisneros will provide his insight to the rhetorical construction of
Latinx bodies, and how bodies are “othered,” marked as different. Latinx bodies are marked as different and infused with
meanings through a hierarchical racialized system that justifies, and promotes discrimination including exploitation of their
bodies. Our bodies are marked as inferior and placed lower in an inferior position along a racial hierarchy of difference. This
designation of inferior is not inconsequential and has insidious repercussions impacting U.S. politics and furthermore
impacting the identity development of Mexican and Latinx diasporic communities. 

During the February 20th session Dr. Cisneros will specifically address topics relating to immigration and the border and their
rhetorical construction in the media. During this session, my Comm 320 Persuasion and Argumentation will attend to gain
insight on the development of intercultural persuasion theory and the impact of the rhetorical construction of dominant
narratives on the public sphere. The public sphere is a site where democratic deliberation occurs and informs our public
agenda, and therefore having an impact on U.S. decision-making and policy. During this open session, I will also invite
students specifically from courses Comm 345 Media Literacy and Youth Culture courses, as well as Chicana/o Studies courses.
Students will have the opportunity to develop media literacy skills, by gaining an understanding of how media continues to
rely on stereotypical representations, appropriation, and fetishizing of Latinx culture.

Description of Assessment Process

The assessment process will include a survey for each of the three sessions. Participants will be surveyed following each
session and measured for base level understanding of concepts on rhetorical theory, intercultural, cultural competency,
cultural conflict, media literacy and more. Participants will also evaluate the effectiveness of the presentations. This data will
be used to improve future presentations.
