Describe the activity and its relationships to the educational objectives of the students' program or major

Brief Activity Description

This event will include a book signing and a panel of speakers on the history and contemporary struggle for educational
justice in the city of Oxnard, CA. Dr. David Garcia will speak about his new book "Strategies of Segregation: Race, Resistance,
and the Struggle for Educational Equality" that examines the history of racial inequality within and beyond public schools in
Oxnard, California. Dr. Garcia excavates an extensive array of archival sources to expose the separate, and unequal, school

system (including the “school-within-a-school” strategy) and its purposeful impacts on racially restrictive housing
developments and covenants.

Strategies of Segregation also recovers powerful oral accounts of Mexican Americans and African Americans who endured
disparate treatment and protested discrimination. His analysis is skillfully woven into a compelling narrative that culminates in
an examination of one of the nation’s first desegregation cases filed jointly by Mexican American and African American

plaintiffs. This transdisciplinary history advances our understanding of racism and community resistance across time and
place.

To accompany the panel, there will be a set of 25 enlarged pictures captioned and mounted on poster board, that serve as
contemporaneous visualizations.

A panel of speakers will include former students of Oxnard public schools featured in the book. These include Antonia DiLiello,
Rachel Murguia Wong, Juan L. Soria, Joe Mendoza and Julieta Soria Mendoza. Each of these panelists who speak about their
schooling experience in Oxnard schools and address questions posed by the panel facilitator, Dr. Garcia.
